Business Description

Singular People SA is a software company. The
company provides solutions to various industries
including Energy & Utilities, Financial Services,
Healthcare, Manufacturing, Retail, Museums, and
Public services.

Valuation as of 8 Feb 2025

Though Singular People SA appears cheap due to
heavy downward pressure in the past year, we
have capped its rating at 3 stars to factor in the
possibility that it represents a value trap. The stock
currently trades at a 19% discount to our quantitat-
ive fair value estimate of 2.57 EUR per share;
however, caution is warranted due to this estim-
ate's high uncertainty rating.

The company's profitability strengthens our estim-
ated fair value. Highly profitable companies are of-
ten more resilient in recessions and are likely to
generate stranger future cash flows for sharehold-
ers. For example, the firm's sales yield of 91.4% lies
in the top 40% globally. This company has a robust
ability to generate sales without much capital in-
vestment, freeing up more capital to be returned to
shareholders in the long run. We believe this is a
sign that shares could be cheap.

Alternatively, the company's valuation metrics are
potentially concerning. A company's valuation met-
rics provide insights into the market's expectations
for its future growth and profitability. The firm's
book value yield of 43.2%, a core component of
valuation, sits in the bottom 40% compared with
peers globally. The market value of this company's
shares looks expensive relative to the book (ac-
counting) value of equity, which, despite our favor-
able price/fair value ratio, is a negative attribute.

This company lacks a competitive advantage, re-
ceiving a quantitative economic moat rating of
none. Additionally, the firm's moderate financial
health score suggests it is acceptably positioned
against adverse economic circumstances.
